The studio can be quite busy at times and it isn’t very big so everyone needs to be patient when needing something or someone and by making sure it isn’t messy or over-crowded. 
In the studio, there will be lighting we can work with for the live bit. In terms of the vox pops and the interview with matt, we will need to be aware of shadows and were Levi stands in the cinema to get the right lighting. With the interview, we have a window behind the cameras, so therefore it may be a bit shady so we will have to find a balance with the lighting through both cameras.
